2009 Courses in Cultivating Success TM        
 
Total Idaho Participants in 2009 = 85  
 
Sustainable Small Farming and Ranching  

Latah and Lewis Co. (Moscow/Lewiston).  In fall 2009, 

UI Extension offered this course for 11 community 
members and 3 UI undergraduate students. The course 
was instructed by Lydia Clayton and Cinda Williams, UI 
Extension.   

Bonner Co. (Sandpoint): Local Idaho Farmer, Diane 

Green, instructed the course with support from Bonner 
Co. Extension.  18 community members completed the 
course in winter 2009.   

Lewis Co. (Kamiah): Ken Hart of Lewis Co. Extension 

reached 12 community members in winter 2009.  

Bonner Co. (Sandpoint): Diane Green instructed the 

course in October 2009, reaching 12 community 
members in northern Idaho.  

Ada Co. (Meridian): This course was instructed by Ariel 

Agenbroad, UI Extension and Mary Rohlfing, Idaho 
Farmer.  22 community members from the Treasure 
Valley enrolled for this course in fall 2009.  

 
Organic Farming Practicum  

This course was piloted at the University of Idaho 

Student Organic Farm in spring 2009. Jodi Johnson -
Maynard, PSES faculty, and Nicholas Waters, PSES 
graduate student, co - instructed the course. 4 students 
enrolled for the first year of the course.  
 

On - Farm Internships  

Marci Miller, undergraduate in Conservation Soil 

Sciences, completed an academic internship at the 
University of Idaho Organic Farm in spring 2009 to be 
credited toward her academic certificate in Sustainable 
Small Acreage Farming and Ranching.   

 

Field Analysis of Sustainable Food Systems  

Two UI students enrolled in the course that is cross -

listed with WSU.  Students ventured into this week -
long field immersion course over spring break to tour 

all aspects of the food system, including farms, food 
processors, markets and retailers in western WA.

sustainable food & agriculture systems  
 

Western SARE Research and Extension Grant (2005 -

2009):  Using farmer and rancher input to develop and 

implement experiential education opportunities for be-

ginning farmers and ranchers, and evaluating these ex-

periences using a series of 9 case studies to document 

results.  Outreach related projects related to this work 

are still in the works for 2010.
