Course Format: 

Wednesday lecture/discussion  for 1 to 2 hours followed by group activity—total 5 hours

Objectives of the Course: 

1. To learn the principles and production practices needed to operate the Organic Farm CSA

2. To foster critical thinking and problem solving abilities.

Reading: There is a small collection of farm books in the tool shed at the farm. These are available for you to check out.  You must check the books out by signing for them in the log book in the tool shed.  Please be respectful of these books and keep no longer than 2 weeks so others may also use them.

Project:
